III.  Old Business: 

A. Selection of Service Providers for FY2021-2024: Pamela Rogers explained that primarily, have stayed 

the same with a few changes.  For nutrition services (home delivered meals) Mom’s Meals will be 

servicing Camden County.  For in-home services in Savanah, Rescare with be the provider.  Nightingale 

in longer a provider in Effingham County.  Coastal Home Care will be servicing that county.  Dr.  

Brantley asked if there was a specific reason why Nightingale decided not remain a CRC provider. 

Pamela Rogers explained that they wanted to focus more on clients with Medicare waivers and private 

pay clients. 

B. AAA Personnel Changes: Pamela Rogers welcomed everyone and noted changes for CRC employee 

promotions and position changes:  Dionne Lovett promoted to Assistant Executive Director; Pamela 

Rogers promoted to Aging Services Director; Gale Barr promoted to Assistant Finance Director; Marsha 
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Johnson is the new Aging Services Fiscal Analyst and Rhett Davis is the new Contracts Administrator 

beginning August 1, 2020.    

C. William France asked if the group is still considering merging the ADRC Council for future meetings.  

Pamela Rogers answered yes but we need to work out the logistics of the meeting in October due to 

COVID-19.  Dr. Brantley asked specifically if there would be any leadership changes for either group.  

Pamela Rogers explained that the purpose of the meeting times merging was for networking and 

exchange of information.  Leadership would not be impacted for either group.

Taylor.  Brent Klinedinst mentioned that heard during the CO-AGE meeting on July 9, 2020 that there 

may have been an issue that was omitted from the ballot.  Loreatha Jenkins and Peggy Luukkonen 

confirmed that it was a different issue mentioned by CO-AGE and issues were correct on the ballot. 
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V.   Chairman Observations: Chairman Brantley expressed well wishes to everyone and encouraged safety of 

all members and gave each county an opportunity to share what was happening within their county during the 

outbreak of COVID-19. Pamela Rogers expressed that she not aware of anyone from the council becoming ill as 

a result of COVID-19.  Pamela also shared insight on how CRC has assisted during the pandemic with 

emergency meals.  Also, shared insights on senior center virtual programming and adult day care activities.
